Umpire’s Corner:  
NEW Skill-Level League Format with Rotating Pitcher Rule is back!
NVWWS is bringing back game-changing rules from the 2010 tournament requiring each team to place a different player on the mound each inning with no one individual pitching more then 1 inning in regulation.  However, if a game goes to extra innings, their best pitcher can take the mound again. Each team can have up to 4 players so 3 out of the 4 MUST pitch which would obviously change the game as we know it.  This new rotating pitcher rule will add an interesting twist to an already great tourney.  Get your pitchers ready to play ball for a cure!  
In addition, four different leagues again this year, 48 teams total, to promote a fun-filled tournament for all ages and skill levels: 

· Little League (all rising 7th graders and younger) - please tell your kids to join this year - the cost is half price for a Little League team ($120/team) but they are now included in our overall tournament format, and will play on our fields, get t-shirts, be on the official bracket board, etc.

· Minor League (strictly for fun – non-competitive recreational league) 

· Major League (all those “in it to win it” but not “over the hill”)

· Masters League (all “over the hill” players on each team MUST be born during or before 1974).  
We will have 2 toddler fields this year for the little ones to hit off tees and run bases, but no formal tourney for toddlers.
