 It's On!  This Saturday 48 of the greatest WIFFLE® teams in the land take center stage at Vienna's "Field of Dreams" @ Water's Field.  Masters and Major Leagues are set, so please go to our Meet the Teams page to find out more. Divisions and game times will be announced at the Opening Ceremonies so be on time!  Each team will play all teams in their respective division (3 games), and Division Champions will be crowned and advance to the playoffs.  In addition, wildcards from each league will advance based on criteria listed in rules!  NOTE: Team/Player Registration Runs from 8 to 9AM as the Opening Ceremonies start promptly at 9:15am.  The earliest a team will play is 10AM, and the latest is 11:30AM; however, team schedules/game times will NOT be released until game day, so PLEASE be on time to register and support the Opening Ceremonies!  PLEASE REMEMBER: You forfeit Home Field Advantage automatically if you do not wear uniform hats or do not attend Opening Ceremonies so please be on time – your team will be announced and hand stamps given out show proof of attendance.  IMPORTANT:  Payment can be made through the 2yf.org website using PayPal until Friday at 5:00 p.m.  Otherwise cash and checks will be accepted at the door.  REMEMBER:  You forfeit Home Field Advantage automatically if you don’t wear uniform hats or don’t attend Opening Ceremonies at 9:15am sharp so please be on time – your team will be announced and hand stamps given out showing proof you were there!

Final Game Prep Info for Saturday Including Opening Ceremonies & Parking!
Just a few reminders before you pack up your bat bags, put on the eye black and lace up your cleats on Saturday!  
PARKING is somewhat limited at Water's Field; however, you can park in the following locations: Firehouse lot, Community Center lot, Faith Baptist Church lot and Vienna Elementary lot.  Please consider traveling together as a team and parking on the streets in Vienna (a bit further away from field) to save more spots for spectators & family members (moms and kids). I'm reaching out to the players to do this, so THANKS! Click here for the event map.
Please remember that TEAM/PLAYER REGISTRATION runs from 8 to 9AM and every player must sign a waiver.  Once registered, teams can enter Player's Locker Room/Dugout, and then practice in the bullpens, as ball fields will be closed until First Games at 10am. Note:  just a reminder to pay/donate your registration fee online or bring a check Saturday AM if you haven’t paid yet. 
The OPENING CEREMONIES start promptly at 9:15am, so please Listen for the Music and gather at Bedell Park to hear opening remarks, meet Congressman Gerry Connolly, Vienna Mayor Jane Seeman, as well as the National Anthem and First Pitch by Mandi Meros of The Reflex.  
Remember to BRING CASH and/or CHECKBOOK to purchase 2YF Merchandise, Vienna Inn Clubhouse Food & Spirits (each player will receive ticket for 1 free drink), Vienna Youth, Inc. Concessions (no food on fields, drinks only)!
RAIN PLAN:  The weather is looking fine for Saturday - but just so you know, the Vienna Inn Clubhouse (and all its amenities) will be open all day rain or shine. However, if lightening or heavy rain causes the tourney to be delayed by Vienna Town Parks & Rec Staff, then we’ll have a rain delay and play under the lights that night.
UNIFORM CAPS and OPENING CEREMONIES ATTENDANCE: Don't forget to wear the same caps and attend Opening Ceremonies or you lose home field advantage!  This will be important as home field advantage gives you opportunity to announce your line-up or batting order last which is key with the new rotating pitcher rule.  See you at the Field of Dreams!        

Umpires and Captains Take the Field Friday Night in Vienna under the Lights!  
Team Captain and Umpire Meeting takes place Friday Night (8/5 @ 6:30pm at Waters Field under the Lights).  If we need to move into the Firehouse, we have that option too.  We'll start with a general overview of day for those that are new to the tourney, and then we'll go into the rules.  We'd also appreciate if Captains can help with set-up if needed, as there is a lot to do before Saturday!  Umpires are encouraged to stick around to go through game situations with Eric McCann (2YF Lead Umpire) as well.  Thanks to all our Volunteer Umps and Team Captains for helping the tourney make this tournament a success (good communication to your teammates will be the key!). Remember that Directions to the field are online – click here for info!
